Pstagcd in them into something rather
special, too. Meetings in vaulted cellars, ex-
hibitions in conservatories or an evening
event at a railway depot - there are many
unusual and hitherto unsung special event
venues in the Rhine-Main metropolitan re-
gion. They are convincing for their excep-
tional ambiance, historical background or
unique location. On October 30, 2009, “Lo-
cations-Rhein-Main” in the Alte Lokhalle
(0ld Depot) in Mainz will provide a plat-
form for event organisers and marketing
executives to discover them. More than 60
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venues and service suppliers are committed
to taking part

The centre of attention are the “silent stars”,
places that still not everyone knows. “Our
main aim is to show venues that have not
yel become stale,” says show organiser Mi-
chael Sinn. Places with a typical regional
flair form a special feature. Venues on board
include the Congress Park Hanau, as well as
almost private places like converted wine
cellars in the Rheingau. Still little known is,
for example, the Wintergarten in Frank-
furt's Westend. Covering an area of 426 m?
and sporting a 27 metre-high glass-roofed
atrium, it is an event venue radiating time-
less elegance. 21 metre-high palm trees and
miniature waterfalls adorn the marble and
granite piazza centrally located in the heart
of Prankfurt.

In June 2009 another highlight was added
to Frankfurt's gastro and event scene. In the
south of the city on the River Main, the
Frankfurt tavern Depot 1899 opened for
business in the former municipal tram de-
pot. The modern yel rustic gastro venue in
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Frankfurt’s Sachsenhausen district is man-
aged by Accente Gastronomie Service, 4 sub-
sidiary of exhibition company Messe Frank-
furt. Depot 1899 provides indoor scating for
650 diners. It is split into a restaurant open
daily and an event section for up to 400
visitors. Another 200 guests can be seated
outdoors.

The Lufthansa Training & Conference Cen-
ter Seeheim opened with a new event and
learning concept. After construction work
lasting roughly two years, it is one of the
most modern and ten largest conference
hotels in Germany. Panorama windows,

transparent materials and inspiring colours
determine the décor of the training section.
More than 80 seminar rooms ranging in
size from 12 to 100 m? can be used flexibly by
410 100 people. Extending over 600 m?, the
central conference hall in the € 100-million
complex holds in excess of 750 guests and
can be partitioned into three sections. The
conference hotel features 483 rooms of var-
ying categories.

In October the event venue Thema Studio in
Offenbach turns one. The event premises in
the Heyne Fabrik, a converted factory, are
managed by the owners of the Frankfurt-
based agency Thema Communications, Mi-
chael Geiss and Jorg Schmitz. Three rooms,
so-called spheres, of different sizes and dif-
ferent character are available there. In the
Atelier up to 40 vsers will find inspiration
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
